Live polling
revealed that most Market
firms are experimenting with
Al'in limited areas, primarily
for internal automation. Key
challenges include data
quality, regulatory concerns,
and a lack of expertise.

Discussions also focused on Al's future impact on underwriting and risk modeling to fraud
detection. Attendees agreed on the need for quick “safe” wins before large-scale Al
adoption and emphasised the need for cross-market collaboration, as a key to success.
